ith a myriad of precision rifles
Walready on the world market, it
takes something special to suc-

cessfully break into the field. That something
is the Defensive Sniper Rifle 1 (DSR-1).
Imported by CQB Products, of California, the
DSR-1 is made by AMP Technical Services, of
Oberndorf, Germany.

If the name Oberndorf is not familiar, you
may be new to high quality firearms. A long
established source for advanced design in
both sporting and military weapons,
Oberndorf has been the home of the great
Mauser Works and other firearms
companies for more than a cen-
tury. This firearms think-tank
gives any new firearm some- ¥
thing of a pedigree from the
start. In the case of the DSR-
1, this is well deserved.

GUN DETAILS

Being modular in de-
sign, the DSR-1 is quite different
from any rifle of my experience.
Appearing to be a semi-automatic
at first glance, this rifle is actually a
bolt action bullpup built in the form
of a rail gun. That is, virtually all main
segments of the DSR-1 are made of
steel, aircraft quality alloy, or titani-
um, while the butt pad, cheek piece,
pistol grip, forend, bipod legs and maga-

zine bases are synthetic.

Fixed to the alloy receiver via locking bolts,
the 25.6-inch fluted stainless steel barrel con-
tains a six-lug extension into which the bolt
locks, not unlike the concept used in both the
M16 rifle and MB0 and M249 light machine-
guns. This system allows the rifle to use a light
alloy receiver with the six-lug bolt head locking
into the barrel. As with a number of modern

_ tactical bolt action rifles, the bolt handle is
conical and made of a black polymer.
~ Rigidly mounted to the front of the receiv-
er is a ventilated extension. Supporting the
bipod mounting system, this exten-
_ sion also supports the front ends
" of two guide rods on which the
# adjustable 3-position forend rest
/ slides, but these aren't the only fea-
tures of the barrel extension.

The integral Picatinny
rail atop the receiver is
continued on the barrel
extension. This rail runs
to the front of the extension where
it serves as an adjustment track
for the top-mounted bipod and
gives the operator a choice of
multiple bipod positions under a

number of conditions. Mounting
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
